· High School Diploma, GED, or equivalent.

· An ACT composite score of 16 (after October 1989).
· A HESI A2 with Critical Thinking 

Pre-Admission Examination and score in the minimum percentile of 51 or above.
· Prerequisites of Anatomy and Physiology I and II with labs (or upper-level equivalents with labs) with a grade of “C” or higher.
· Satisfactory criminal history background check with approval.

· Proof of immunizations.
· Satisfactory physical examination
